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ABOUT THE INSTITUTE

The Film Institute of India was established in 1960 by the Government of India
under the Ministry of Information & Broadcasting. Located on the historic premises of
Prabhat Studio in Pune, the institute has grown into a premier centre of excellence for
film and television education.

In the early 1970s, the Television Wing, initially set up in New Delhi to provide
in-service training for Doordarshan personnel, was relocated to Pune, bringing film
and television training under one roof. In 1971, the institute was renamed the Film
and Television Institute of India (FTII) and was formally registered as a society under
the Societies Registration Act, 1860, in October 1974. Over time, the Television Wing
expanded into a full-fledged department offering specialized professional courses.

Marking a new chapter in its journey, FTII was granted Deemed to be University
status by the Ministry of Education on April 22, 2025, under a distinct category as per
Section 3 of the UGC Act, 1956.

Since its inception, FTII has continuously upgraded its curriculum and infrastructure
to align with global best practices in film and television training. The institute provides
intensive professional education and technical expertise while encouraging critical
thinking and artistic innovation. Its state-of-the-art facilities and collaborative
environment nurture filmmakers who develop distinctive artistic voices.

Student films produced at FTII have received wide acclaim at both national and
international platforms. The institute’s distinguished alumni, celebrated for their artistic
and technical contributions, continue to shape Indian cinema and television while
enhancing the institute’s global reputation and strengthening industry confidence in
its graduates.
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MISSION AND VISION

The Institute envisions imparting high-quality education in Film, Television, and
allied media to encourage creative expression, independent enterprise, and nurture
well-educated professionals for the Film, TV, and Media industry. It also seeks to
promote research and innovation and develop new concepts and practices in Film and
TV education for professional and socio-cultural exchange at both the national and
international levels.

e Application for Deemed to be University Status: FTII submitted its application
for deemed-to-be University status on 3rd April, 2024

e FTII Society Meeting: Consequent upon the formation of the New Society, 67
Meeting of FTII Society was organised on 8™ April, 2024 under the chairmanship
of Shri R. Madhavan, President, FTII.

e Entrance Examination: In line with the mandate from the All India Council for
Technical Education (AICTE) to ensure uniform standards, FTII conducted an
entrance examination on 11th February 2024 for the 2023 batch of the TV Wing’s
PG Certificate Courses. The examination was held in six cities: Mumbai, Delhi,
Kolkata, Chennai, Jammu, and Pune. Following orientations and interviews in

March and April, the courses commenced on 29th April 2024.

e New Leadership: Shri Dhiraj Singh, a 1995-batch Indian Information Service
Officer, assumed the charge of Director, FTII, for five years, effective 12th August,
2024.

e UGC Letter of Intent: The Ministry of Education, on the advice of the UGC,
issued a Letter of Intent to FTII on 28th August, 2024, for fulfillment of conditions
to obtain “Deemed to be University” status.

Academic Resources & Infrastructure

e Special Edition of ‘Lensight’ Magazine: On 27th September 2024, to mark
Hindi Pakhwada, FTII Director Shri Dhiraj Singh released the Hindi special
edition of the institute’s semiannual journal “Lensight.” This edition features
selected articles on cinematography from previous English issues, providing
significant reference material for Hindi-speaking readers and highlighting the
contribution of cinematography to Indian cinema.
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e Inauguration of New Auditorium: The Hon’ble Union Minister for Information
and Broadcasting, Shri Ashwini Vaishnaw, visited FTII on 11th January 2025 to
inaugurate the institute’s new state-of-the-art Auditorium-cum-Cinema Theatre.
In a special gesture symbolizing a new era in film education, the Minister invited
students to cut the ribbon and light the lamp. The inauguration was followed by a
vibrant and interactive session with students and faculty in the new auditorium.
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e Faculty Contribution to Technical Literature: Dr. Rajendraprasad A. Pagare,
an Assistant Professor in TV Engineering, presented his co-authored book, Future
Optical Access Network, to FTII Director Dhiraj Singh. Published by Springer
Nature, the book provides valuable insights into the development of advanced
optical networks for 5G, [0T, and smart city applications.

e Enhanced Social Media Presence: FTII significantly boosted its online presence
this year. The institute began uploading student films to its official YouTube
channel, @FTIlofficial, making them accessible to the public. This initiative has
been highly successful, with the subscriber base growing from approximately
4.5k to 12.2k as of 3rd March 2025. To date, 61 films have been uploaded,
accumulating over 60 lakh views. The institute has also made a consistent
effort to publish content about its regular and special events across all its social
media platforms.

Outreach & Collaborations

e Visits by IAS Officer Trainees: FTII hosted a visit for Indian Administrative
Officer Trainees from the Yashwantrao Chavan Academy of Development
Administration (YASHADA), Pune on 26th April, 2024. The trainees toured the
institute's studios, classroom theatre, and academic departments to gain an
understanding of the fundamentals of filmmaking.
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e Visit by French Ambassador: The H.E. Ambassador of France to India, Mr. Thierry
Mathou, visited FTII on 31st May 2024. Accompanied by the Consul General of
France in Mumbai, Mr. Jean Marc Sere Chalet, and Audiovisual Attaché, Ms.
Juliette Grandmont, the delegation toured the institute’s educational departments
and held a productive meeting with FTII Director, Professor Sandeep Shahare, to
discuss future collaborations.

International Film Festival (MIFF) from 15th - 17th June 2024. The students
were sent to the festival to gain both professional and creative exposure, with all
necessary facilities provided by NFDC and FTII to support their participation.
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e Training for Indian Information Service Officers: FTII conducted a four-week
Basic Course in Film Appreciation and Smartphone Filmmaking for 10 Officer
Trainees of the Indian Information Service. The course began on 22nd July 2024
and concluded on 16th August 2024, providing participants with foundational
knowledge in filmmaking techniques.

e IFFI Film Appreciation Workshop: FTII conducted a one-day Film Appreciation
Workshop on 18th November 2024 in Panaji for journalists attending the 55th
IFFI. The workshop was led by FTII faculty members: Dr. Indranil Bhattacharya
(Professor, Screen Studies & Research), Ms. Malini Dasari (Associate Professor,
Cinematography), and Shri Amlan Chakraborty (Assistant Professor, Editing

e Visit by Indian Army Officers: FTII hosted a study visit for senior officers of the
Indian Army who were undergoing higher education at SM Joshi College, Pune
on 13th December 2024. The officers toured the studios, classroom theatre, and
various academic departments to gain an understanding of the fundamentals of
filmmaking. The visit concluded with a special screening of films made by FTII
students.

e Visit by Actor Akhilendra Mishra: Veteran actor Shri Akhilendra Mishra visited
FTII on 23rd December 2024. He presented his book, “Abhinay, Abhineta and
Adhyatma,” to FTII Director Shri Dhiraj Singh and engaged in an interactive
session with the students of the Screen Acting Department.

e Foundation Course in Goa: In collaboration with Arthouse Academy, Goa, FTII
held a three-week Foundation Course in Filmmaking from 27th January to 16th
February 2025. The course, led by National Award-winning FTII alumni Avinash
Roy and Jasmine Kaur Roy, covered key filmmaking aspects for 24 participants.
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e Participation in WAVES Summit: A total of 67 FTII students participated in the
inaugural “World Audio Visual & Entertainment Summit (WAVES),” held from
5th - 9th February 2025. This premier global event provided students with
enhanced exposure to the international audiovisual and entertainment industry.

e WAVES Master Class: FTII organized a two-day WAVES Master Class on Hand-
Painted Poster Design Competition at Abhinav Kala Mahavidyalaya, Pune. The
objective was to generate awareness and promote the Ministry of Information &
Broadcasting’s flagship WAVES Summit.
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e Acting Course for Persons with Disabilities: FTII organized a special Online
and Weekend Acting Course for Persons with Disabilities from 1st - 30th
March 2025. The initiative, a collaboration with “Yes We Too Can,” a charitable
organization from Chennai, welcomed 29 participants from across India and was
conducted by FTII screen acting alumnus Mr. Phonsok Ladakhi.

e Visits by French Filmmakers: FTII welcomed two French filmmakers, Olga
Prud’homme and Joél Farges. They met with faculty and students, screened
their films, and held professional discussions about cinema with the students,
enriching the cultural exchange.
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e International Guest Visits: FTII welcomed a host of distinguished national
and international guests, including Italian Film Director Mr. Marco Bechis,
Sri Lankan Film Director Mr. Sudhat Mahaadivulwewa, Iranian Film Director
Mrs. Tahmineh Milani, and Serbian DOP Mr. Djordje Stojiljkovic. These guests
enjoyed an insightful guided tour of the campus, fostering meaningful exchanges
and strengthening FTII's international connections.

Student & Alumni Achievements

e La Cinef Award at Cannes Film Festival: FTII student Shri Chidananda S.
Naik (Batch 2020) won the prestigious La Cinef Award at the 77th Cannes Film
Festival, held from 14th - 25th May 2024. His film, ‘Sunflowers Were the First
Ones to Know', was the sole Indian entry selected from 2,263 submissions from
film schools worldwide.

e Strong Presence at IFFI: FTII had a strong presence at the 55th International
Film Festival of India (IFFI) in Goa, held from 20th to 28th November 2024.
A total of 130 students participated, gaining valuable exposure to industry
professionals and filmmakers.

e Creative Minds of Tomorrow Winners: At the 55th International Film Festival
of India (IFFI), FTII students showcased their talent at the annual Creative Minds
of Tomorrow competition. FTII students secured both the first and second prizes
at the competition.
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e Alumni Meet: FTII organized a special alumni meet for its first five batches
during the 55th International Film Festival of India (IFFI) in Goa from 27th -
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28th November 2024. The event, supported by the National Film Development
Corporation (NFDC), honored 23 alumni with specially designed mementos
inspired by their student films that were produced during their time at FTII. It
also featured screenings of student films from both past and present batches,
celebrating the institute's enduring legacy and connecting generations of
filmmakers.

Print collection of 32144 books, 37e books, 17 periodicals (Indian / International)
of the library includes books, periodicals, bound volumes (old periodicals) related
to “film studies” as a core subject which includes many subjects like world cinema,
Indian cinema, film direction, cinematography, editing, acting, sound engineering, film
& TV production, art direction and production design, screenplay writing. Collection
also deals with other areas like fiction, drama, poetry, visual arts, history, psychology,
philosophy, social science etc.

Library subscribes to 12 newspapers (English, Marathi, Hindi).

Similarly, term papers, dissertations and scripts submitted by students form
important part of both print and digital collection of the library.

6500 audio visual resources includes collection in various formats which includes
Indian and international feature films, documentaries, student films, TV programmes
etc.

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CENTRE FOR OPEN LEARNING

The Centre for Open Learning (CFOL) is the outreach vertical of Film and Television
Institute of India, Pune (FTII). This outreach initiative works for democratizing cinema
education and providing quality cinema literacy to masses. The outreach activities of
the Institute began in 2017 as Skilling India in Film and Television (SKIFT), which is
now integrated as CFOL.

Under CFOL, FTII organizes short courses in various aspects of film and television
production. The courses are held online, offline, on-campus in Pune as well across
the country. Since 2017, CFOL has conducted courses in 60+ cities from Kargil to Car
Nicobar Islands in more than 80 subjects. In the past 07 years, FTII has organized
around 600 + courses thereby training more than 17,000 participants in the field of

Cinema & Television.

Under its CFOL (Amrit Mahotsav Courses) initiative, the Film and Television Institute
of India (FTII) conducted 75 short courses exclusively for learners from Scheduled
Tribes across the country. These courses covered four subjects: Film Appreciation,
Screen Acting, Screenplay Writing, and Smartphone Filmmaking. This initiative aimed
to promote inclusivity and provide opportunities to underprivileged communities,
marking a significant step in FTII's commitment to empowering individuals in the field

of filmmaking.

As part of the Azadi ka Amrit Mahotsav celebrations, FTII trained more than 1,400
Scheduled Tribe learners through these 75 short courses. This effort has positively
impacted many lives, equipping participants with valuable skills and knowledge in film
appreciation, screen acting, screenplay writing, and smartphone filmmaking.

The courses were conducted in collaboration with State Governments, Union
Territory Administrations, Universities, and Educational Institutes, ensuring a broader
reach and a significant impact on the learners.

FTII's vision of fostering inclusivity and awareness in filmmaking has opened new
avenues for aspiring filmmakers from Scheduled Tribe backgrounds, contributing to
the rich tapestry of India's cinematic landscape.

1. Accrual System of Accounting:

The Institute is required to maintain its books of accounts on accrual system of accounting.
However, The Institute is following cash basis for major heads of Income and Expenditure.
Hence, we are unable to quantify the financial impact on the financial statements.

2. Scholarship:

During the audit of the Institute, we observed that there are some long outstanding
scholarships received by the Institute to distribute the same to the students, but Institute has to
made efforts to distribute to the students.

As the above scholarships are pending in the books of accounts for a longer period. Hence, we
suggest management should take necessary steps for making the payments to the students at
the earliest. As informed by the management these scholarships will be distributed amongst
students whenever they will find eligible students.

3. Fixed Assets:

a. Fixed asset reqister
As informed by the Management during the current year, FTII has undertaken the exercise of
physical verification of fixed assets. Accordingly, a fixed asset register containing the
department wise list of fixed assets has been prepared. However, the WDV of fixed assets as
per register does not match with the WDV as per the audited financial statements,
This is on account of various reasons like: Some equipment has been donated to
FTll/transferred to FTIl from other departments etc. Such equipment does not appear in the
financial statements of FTII.

In our opinion FTII should undertake the exercise of reconciliation of amount of fixed assets as
per fixed asset register with the amount as per financial statements. If neceSsary, the-amount
appearing in the books may be revalued to match with the value of fixed assets as-per/fixed
asset register so that the true value of fixed asset can be reflected in the balance sheet of FT1 l\.\

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We have been informed by the Management that Reconciliation has been made between book
of Accounts and fixed assets register however effect of the same is not given in the books of
accounts. Fixed assets register is maintained but not updated since 01.04.2020.

In fact, the details of actual project wise construction work is obtained from CCW Civil together
with certificate from competent authority. Further proper resolution should be passed in the
governing council meeting in support of the capitalisation.

In fact, the details of actual project wise revenue and capital expenditure is obtained from CCW
Electrical together with certificate from competent authority. Further proper resolution should be
passed in the governing council meeting in support of the capitalisation.

b. Impairment of assets

Assets are not discarded from books unless sent for auction. FTII does not have any machinery
to review whether any asset appearing in balance sheet is impaired. In the circumstances FTII
may have several fixed assets appearing in the books which might be impaired. FTII should
take immediate measures to check existence, working conditions of assets & most importantly
their remaining useful life & value at which these assets are reflected in the Balance Sheet as
on 31.03.2025. Accordingly, FTII should recognise impairment of assets in its books of
accounts.

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During our Audit, Management has not provided us with the Statements for
expenditure from Civil Construction Wing (CCW) and therefore amounts matching with
such statements exercise is pending.

Il. It has been observed that detailed expenditure statements are taken by the
respective department from Civil Construction Wing (CCW) for expenditure made
by CCW on Civil Construction works. There should been proper exercise of
requesting the monthly detailed expenditure statements, reconciliation with
expenditure statements of previous months and recognition of the same into the
books of accounts on monthly basis. The same should be accounted for on
monthly basis into the books of accounts.

. FTIl has pending amount due from CCW in the books of accounts of
Rs.26,84,46,222/-which reflected as advances given to CCW under Schedule 118
(2)(a). FTII has not provided us with the sufficient and appropriate audit evidence
s0 as to obtain reasonable assurance about the correctness of recorded deposits.

IV.  Repair And Maintenance of Building:
During our audit, we observed that FTIl has made expenditure of on repair and
maintenances of building. In respect of same, we have requested the statements of
expenditure and other related record from FTII. FTIl has not provided to us with the
same.

4. Provisions:

a. During the course of audit, we have observed that FTIl is not following the Employees
Provident Fund and Miscellaneous Provisions Act, 1952, Currently, the Institute is contributing
Provident Fund to Contributory Provident Fund for which separate Trust is created within the
Trust as FTIl is also registered Trust with Charity Commissioner. Regional Provident Fund
Commissioner, Pune has passed an order dated 03/09/2019 in matter of inquiry under section
7A of the Employees' Provident Fund and Miscellaneous Provisions Act, 1952 to comply with
the provisions of the EPF and MP Act, 1952 with effect from 01/08/1982 within 15 days of
receipt of order. However, the FTII has filed an appeal u/s 7-1 of Employees' Provident Fund
and Miscellaneous Provisions Act, 1952 in the Employees Provident Fund Appellate Tribunal,
Mumbai against the order of Regional Provident Fund Commissioner on 06/12/2019. As the
decision of the appellate tribunal is pending, We recommend to make provision of Continge nt
Liability in the books of accounts of FTII. Also during the year Ministry of Information &
Broadcasting have given approval for applicability of CPF Scheme to the employees of FTII
who are recruited between 01,10.1974 to 01.01.2004 (excluding 01.01.2004)- Vide their Ietter

dated 01.03.2024. P E & lf,

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c. Asexplained to us, FTIl is receiving Grant in aid for all expenditure including pensioner benefits
(i.e. Gratuity, leave encashment & Matching Contribution of CPF) for its employees who are
retiring in the current year. However, no provision for retirement benefits as per actuarial
valuation is made. Thus, Accounting Standard 15 "Revised Employee Benefits "of ICAI Is not
complied with. Also other deposits received by FTII of six vendors of Rs. 69, 62,773 which was
more than three years old, balance confirmations from these vendors are not received.

5. Inventories:

a. Valuation
Raw Stock includes stock of old raw films. It is informed and explained to us; raw
stock, consumables and stationery are valued at cost as per the consistent practice
followed by the Institute in the earlier years. FTIl is unable to determine whether the
said stock is useable or obsolete. As such realizable value of stock may be less than
its carrying value.

b. Raw Stock ,Consumable Stores, postage stamps and Stationery:
There is balance of stock of raw stock Film Lab Rs.50,96,144 consumable stores of
Rs. 11,06,073/-, Postage Stamps of Rs. 6538 and Stationery of Rs.197357.32 , Total
Rs. 64,06,112.32 as on 31/03/2025. It has been observed that there is no movement in
these stock and Consumables during the year. Huge expenses are incurred for storage
and maintenance of such stock.

We suggest that the Management should prepare chart showing Moving/Non-Moving
and Absolute Raw Material stock and consumables. Also age wise bifurcation of this
items are required. This will help in taking decisions of write off old Raw Material Stock
and consumables. Valuation of old stock and consumables is to be done. Periodical
physical Identification is to be done on regular basis. As informed by the management,
last physical identification of stock and consumables was done as on
01/09/2021.Physical verification of stock and consumables is pending since
01/09/2021.They have prepared statement showing Raw Stock balance as on
01.09.2021 but entries of scrap of outdated material are to be passed in the books of
accounts,

6. GST:

a. Outward Supplies:
During FY 2024-25, FTIl has claimed exemption from GST for its diploma courses
under Entry no. 66, Notification No, 12/2017 CGST rate dated 28/06/2017 as the
above diploma courses are recognised by AlU. SKIFT (short term courses) conducted
by FTII (not recognized by law) also do fall under preview of the above exemption. FTI
has applied for obtaining Advance ruling vide acknowledgement no.
AD2703190051872 dated 19/03/2019 in the said matter and in the absence-of follow
up this matter has become time barring as validity of 90 days is already over, .= & ¢ &
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b. Other Observations:

FTIl is required to issue Tax Invoice in case of taxable supplies and Bill of Supply in
case of exempt supplies as per section 31 of CGST Act, 2017. We have observed that
FTIl has not issued invoices for receipts from rent and other miscellaneous third party
receipts showing GST separately. Also, FTII has not issued bill of supply for receipts of
fees relating to courses recognised by AlU and for receipts of fees relating to SKIFT
courses. It is also observed that FTIl is e-filing GST Returns 3B and GSTR1 prescribed
under the provisions of CGST Act 2017, however, the information furnished in the
same does match with books of accounts maintained by FTII. Reconciliation of GSTR1
and GSTR3B with books of accounts is made but there are differences. It is
recommended to file revised GSTR1 and GSTR3B returns on the basis of audited
books of accounts at earliest.

7. Loans and Advances:
Following are Advances given by FTIl which are pending for long time and no movement has
been observed during the year. There are some advances has movement but opening advance
balance is not settled. We recommend to make the provisions of Rs. 349516/- as per following

Income Tax Refund: FTIl has balance of Refund of TDS Rs. 15, 91,930/~ upto 31.03.2019
pending with Tax Authorities as per books of accounts. However, no record found on the
Income Tax portal for the same. As per information provided by the management Income
Tax refund for these years/ assessments is received / completed as per Income Tax
portal. Necessary entries needs to be passed in the books of accounts. For current year
FTIl is receiving Refund regularly.

9. We have been provided with the copy of CAG Audit Report dated 237 April, 2024 and 25t
November 2024 related to FY 2022-23 and on perusal of the same, we observed that CAG has
made various observations on adherence of GFR guidelines. FTIl has taken corrective actions
for the same. However, these remarks are not yet dropped by the CAG Auditors.

10. During the course of audit student fees reconciliation was asked to produce for correct recording
the student fees, deposits etc of academic record with books of accounts as per tally. In
response of the same FTII provided us Student deposit reconciliation between academic recaord
and financial record (tally data). It is observed that student fees security deposit reconciliation
matches with book data except for following 3 academic years 2021,2022 and 2023 for
Rs.26134/-, Rs. 24816/- and Rs.399080/- respectively. Total unreconciled difference of
Rs.4,50,030/-

11. On perusal of Form No. 26AS of Income Tax, it is observed that there is TDS default liability of
Rs. 4,43,581/- pertaining to FY 2024-25. In our opinion this TDS default liability should be
shown as contingent liability in the notes to accounts,
