Late Shri Manohar Shyam Joshi was a Sahitya Akademi award winner, renowned Hindi
litterateur and journalist who revolutionized India’s television industry. The Preview Theatre has

A Parliamentary Committee on Official Languages reviewed the official language work of FTII
on 07.01.2021.
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. To generate awareness and bring in behaviour change regarding social distancing and staying
at home during Covid 19, FTII released 8 public service advertisements on social media in
Hindi, English and Marathi featuring celebrities--- Raj Kumar Hirani, Sriram Raghavan, Divya
Dutta, Gufi Paintal, Dr Mohan Agashe and others. 5 short films were also produced.

. Under collaboration with National Film Archive of India’s NFHM scheme, FTII student films
have been sent for digitization. Films were shortlisted on the basis of their archival value.

. International Women’s Day was held with weeklong events from March 1-8, 2021. Various
events such as film quiz, games, film screenings, health checkup, meditation session and other

activities were organised.

. As a part of Swachhta Pakhwada, a pledge was taken on 28" January, 2021 by the members
of faculty and staff to keep the campus and its surroundings clean. Under a cleanliness drive,
the Campus and residential colony/ staff quarters were cleaned. A pest control drive was also
organized besides measures to prevent water-borne and other diseases. A lecture was arranged
to spread awareness on information, education and communication (IEC) dissemination on
better hygiene related to COVID-19.

Admission for 2020

A Joint Entrance Test Committee was formed with members from Film and Television Institute of
India (FTII) and Satyajit Ray Film and Television Institute (SRFTI). The written test for Seven
Film Wing and Four TV Wing One Year Courses was held jointly for both FTII & SRFTI on 15th
and 16th February 2020.

Admission for 2020

The admission notice for the academic year 2020 was published on 08.12.2019 in all
leading newspapers. Online Admission Procedure was adopted for the year 2020. Last date for
applying online was 31.01.2020.

Consequent upon the advertisement for admission for the year 2020, total 9011 applications
were received. All candidates were called for Written Examination on 15th and 16th February
2020 at 21centers across India. Based on the results of Written Examination, 407 candidates were
shortlisted for orientation and / or interview. Out of 407 shortlisted candidates, 110 candidates
were selected for admission as per the details given below:

49 Candidates were selected for the admission of Three Year Post Graduate Diploma in Film
(Specialisation in Direction & Screenplay Writing, Cinematography, Editing, Sound Recording &
Sound Design and Art Direction & Production Design.

39 Candidates were selected for the admission of One Year Post Graduate Certificate
Course in Television (Specialization in Direction, Electronic Cinematography, Video Editing and
Sound Recording & TV Engineering)

10 Candidates were selected for the admission of Two Year Post Graduate Diploma Course
in Screen Acting.

12 Candidates were selected for the admission of Two Year Post Graduate Diploma Course
in Screenwriting (Film, TV & Web Series).

System (CBCS).
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The office also keeps a tab on the timely running of the academic calendar in the Film Wing for
the students of 2017, 2018, 2019 and 2020 batch under the new CBCS System

The Academic Office arranges the Academic Council Meetings.

The Academic office issues various types of Bonafide Certificates to the students including the
course completion certificate and diploma certificate.

Academic Office issues I cards to the students as per Semester for Film Wing and on yearly
basis for Television course and also process the No Dues.

The mark sheets of FTII Alumnus are also prepared and issued.

Academic office maintains: Academic records of students, Tuition Fees Register, Identity
Cards Register, Audit information and Annual Report.

Foundation Course, Paradigm Shift Workshops and Orientation & Interview expert (Admission
process) honorarium and TA/DA contingency bills are also prepared by academic office.

Gajanan Jagirdar library is considered in the category of special libraries, because of uniqueness
in its subject i.e “Film studies”. Collection of the library is combination of print, digital and audio
visual resources.

Print collection of 31399 books, 13 periodicals (Indian/ International) of the library includes
books, periodicals, bound volumes (old periodicals) related to “film studies” as a core subject
which includes many subjects like world cinema, Indian cinema, film direction, cinematography,
editing, acting, sound engineering, film & TV production, art direction and production design,
screenplay writing. Collection also deals with other areas like fiction, drama, poetry, visual arts,
history, psychology, philosophy, social science etc.

Library subscribes to 8 newspapers (English, Marathi and Hindi).

Similarly, term papers, dissertations and scripts submitted by students form important part of both
print and digital collection of the library.

6500 audio visual resources includes collection in various formats which includes Indian and
international feature films, documentaries, student films, TV programmes etc.

It is an open access library which works in an automated environment having a web based
software. All the library circulation activities & maintenance of library database is done through
this software.
